Early Learning Program Curriculum
The curriculum presents a continuum of learning and development in the following domains:

Christian Studies: Weare made in God’simage and childrenare valued as children of God, receiving
instructioninthe Bible atage appropriate levels through storiesand activities. Godis the creator ofthe
worldwelivein,andwonderandappreciationforHiscreationareresponsestotheworldaroundus.Our
relationshipswithothersfollowbiblical principlesofthe Golden Ruleandofcommunity. Bible stories provide
examplesofbiblical heroes, and studentslearntheimportance ofdeveloping godly character. Students
practice prayer as a simple conversation with God.

Language and Literacy: Teachers model and invite students into the love of language and its many
expressions:oral,written,dramatic,and musicalplay.Duringthetoddleryearschildrenacquire concepts
such as conventions of print, develop phonological awareness by hearing stories, rhymes, playinggames and
ininteractionwith adults who modeland value language and value children. Childrenlearntolistentoand
talkaboutbooksthatarereadtothem,constructunderstandingaboutbooks,developconceptsofprintand
the idea of story. Vocabularies grow and children acquire new words through literature, hands on, sensorial
experiences, explorations, and investigations. The environmentis literacy rich.

Mathematics: Young children’s knowledge of mathematics is constructed over time where mathematics
experiences are woven throughout the curriculum, follow logical sequences, allow for depth and focus and
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connect to the child’s development of knowledge and skills. Carefully planned experiences focus attention

on particular mathematical concepts. Instruction includes: number sense and counting, ideas of groupings
and comparisons, patterning and ordering, sequences, measurement, and geometry and spatial relationships.
Instruction is grounded in manipulatives, provocations and loose parts, problem solving, collaborative work,
and ties to language.

Science: Scienceinstructionis founded uponthe design ofits Creator and students are introduced to
God’s creation at the earliest level. Students are natural scientists: curious, observing, and questioning. The
science curriculum provides a balance among science inquiry, earth and space science, physical science, and
life science where students explore ideas, manipulate materials, and engage in conversations to construct
understanding.

Music: Children explore sound through singing, moving, listening, and playing rhythm instruments.

Spanish: Once perweek, studentswillbegintolearnand appreciate the Spanish Language and Hispanic
culture, using everyday naming vocabulary, games, greetings and songs. Children use play to explore the joy
of seeing God’s world through another language and culture.

Art: Each morning, students will enjoy creative time in The Atelier. Artand various mediums are provided
for students to express their understandings, to grow in fine motor skills, extend the learning in the
classrooms,innovate, andtodevelop anawareness ofthe world aroundthem. Studentslearnthe use of
and care of materials and tools and practice in various media, techniques and processes related to the
visual arts.

Library: Students enjoy literacy rich opportunities during story time, once each weekin the library. Students
will hear and participate in stories and research related to current project work.

Adventures in Movement: By tapping into a child’s natural curiosity and encouraging them to
explore movement through guided play and discovery, we develop fundamental movement skills.

Engagement Centers

Engagementcenters allow the students to work independently in designated areas and offer students
accesstonatural materialsinahands-onand manipulative environment. Materialsin each center support
an extension of formally introduced skills and concepts during the morning meeting. Materials in each
center change regularly to support concept, knowledge building, and engagement. The engagement
centerlearning and developmentilluminates the breadth oflearning and developmentfromage 2 to 5 that
strengthens the child’s school readiness for entry into kindergarten.

Construction Center: Children design and create structures as they experimentwith size, shape
andweight. The childrenare encouraged to use the materialsinthe blockand constructionareain
unconventional ways using a variety of offered materials.

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Fine Arts (Music, Visual Arts and Dramatic Play) Center: Children are introduced to a variety of
instruments to discover how they make sounds and are exposed to various music genres in music
appreciation. Childrenwillbe able to express creativity, observe cause and effectwith avariety of mediums,
increase smallmotordevelopment,learncolors, shapesandtextures,anddevelop aestheticappreciation
andindependentworkskills. Childrenwillalsodevelop creative expression,imagination, socialinteraction
skills and work through problems by reenacting real life experiences.

Writing and Literacy: Early literacy skills include developing concepts of print, comprehension of age-
appropriatetext,phonologicalawareness,andletterrecognition. Childrenwilldevelop readingand writing
readinessskillsastheypracticeletterformationandrecognition, storytelling,growingtheirvocabulary,and
expressing themselves through language and messaging.

Sensory Center: Children develop sensory awareness with materials such as sand, water, rice etc... They
compare characteristics by sifting, pouring, comparing, and experimenting with materials.

Nature and Science Center: Focuses on children’s curiosity to explore and learn about theirenvironment.
Itincludes behaviors of exploration and discovery and the conceptual developmentof problem solvingand
cause and effect. Children can explore, experiment, observe, hypothesize, question and develop concepts
using real objects.

Math Center: Childrendevelopanunderstanding ofnumberquantity, numberrelationships, basicalgebraic
concepts, measurementand data and geometry through hands ongames, activitiesand materials. The
math centeralsoaddresseschildren’sdevelopingknowledge ofkey attributes of objects, including sizeand
shape, and the way objects fit, are positioned, and move in space.

Tinkering Center: Initiative, creativity, curiosity, and their motivation to participate in new and varied
innovative experiences and challenges occur in this inventing center. Children’s creative, innovative thinking
allowsthemto thinkaboutoruse materialsinunconventionalways, andto expressthoughtsandideaswith
avariety ofrecycled and repurposed materials. Engagement, persistence andinitiative are fosteredin this
center.

Christian Studies Center: Emphasizes Christ’'slove foreach child/person. Christ-like charactertraits are
nurturedanddevelopedthroughsongsandliterature.Bibleconcepts, principlesandstoriesareintegrated
with hands on materials, activities and literature.
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
